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Two pre-departure tasks have been assigned to Europe Engage Study Tour Students, 

prior to arrival on June 5th. Please see the description of these tasks below. We 

kindly ask all students to take the time to complete them as they will facilitate a 

rich and interesting discussion during our initial workshops and meetings with one 

another.

Please read the articles that have been included at the end of this handbook 

document, one is on photovoice and the others are on the conceptions of citizenship 

in Europe by Gert Biesta, and defining what it is that we mean by Service Learning, 

by Andy Furco. We will also be discussing these articles in class and adding to 

our collective and individual knowledge on our role or roles within community and 

society.

TASKS
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Student Insurance

With regard to student insurance cover for the duration of this study tour, it has 

been advised by NUI Galway that:

“NUI Galway’s legal liability will be covered by the Public Liability policy in respect 

of any incidents that may arise out of NUI Galway’s negligence involving students”

Police Clearance

In the interest of protecting human safety, any individual in Ireland who works with 

children or vulnerable adults is required to be vetted by our national police force 

(An Garda Síochána). This process ensures that individuals do not have a previous 

criminal record or pose a potential risk to the people they will be directly working 

with.

 “The National Vetting Bureau (Children and Vulnerable Persons) Acts 2012-2016, 

which came into effect on 29 April 2016, make it mandatory for people working with 

children or vulnerable adults to be vetted by the Garda Síochána National Vetting 

Bureau.”

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“Under the Acts, any person whose work or activity involves access to children or 

vulnerable adults must be vetted. Workers include staff, volunteers and those on 

student placements working for a relevant organisation through which they have 

access to children and/or vulnerable adults”

However, it will be necessary for students to 

be mindful and also ensure they are unaccompanied at all times when in contact 

with children or vulnerable adults.
